
BONNEY LAKE, WA August 23, 2008 — On a night of red flags and rough 
track conditions, the Valland Motorsports team holds on for a descent 4th 

place finish.   

Because of rainfall throughout the week, the 3/8-mile, high-banked clay oval 
was very soft and ruts developed all around the track, especially turns one 

and two. Grays Harbor Raceway officials, however, made an effort to make 
the track safe enough to be raced on. Three lengthy breaks in action, the last 

one being about an hour made for a late night at the track.  The track, 
though not perfect, was in far better condition than it would’ve been had 
track officials not intervened the way they did. 

“I am glad we have those SuperShox on the car, they helped us greatly with 

the rough track conditions.”, said Shon Valland.  “After seeing how the ruts 
were developing and anticipating a rough ride, we just tied the rear down 

and hoped for the best.  If it wasn’t for the adjustability of the SuperShox, 
we would not have had the time to make this adjustment in the staging 
lane.”   

Shon, piloting the Valland Motorsports #8x midget sponsored by Wired 

Energy Drinks, EC Computers, Simpson, Super Shox and King Street Bar & 
Oven scored a third place finish in the evening’s first heat race.  He then 

started the 20-lap feature race on the inside of the second row before 
finishing in 4th place in the main event.   

This top five finish, the fourth one of the 2008 season for driver Shon 

Valland, puts the #8x into 3rd place in the Grays Harbor Ford Focus Midget 
point standings with only one more points race for the 2008 season.  

Valland Motorsports will return to action at Grays Harbor Raceway in Elma, 
WA on August 31st for a non-points race and then the season championships 

on September 6th.  Be sure to take a look at our schedule of events 
remaining for 2008.
